on July 16. Winners will be announced at the Commission's annual meeting on September 22 at the 
Shore Cultural Centre in Euclid. 
  
The Ohio Lake Erie Commission was created to preserve Lake Erie's natural resources, enhance its 
water quality and promote economic development in the region. The director of the Ohio Department of 
Natural Resources serves as the commission's chairman. Additional members include the directors of the 
departments of transportation, development, health, agriculture and the Ohio Environmental Protection 
Agency. 
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
